According to the laws of Hong Kong, the Director of Marine may direct a local vessel within a typhoon shelter to take up a particular
position and to be berthed, moored, anchored or secured in accordance with the direction. If a local vessel fails to take up a particular
position as directed by the Director of Marine or to be berthed, moored, anchored or secured in accordance with the direction, the
Marine Department may take possession of the vessel and remove it from the typhoon shelter or move it from the position in which
itis lying.
